Balmy Blue 6 x 6 - 2 ⅜ x 6 (x2) and 5 x 5 - 1 ⅞ x 5 (x2) 
Cut 6 x 6 and 5 x 5 as shown above to create a box. 

Score the 6 x 6 piece at 1 ¾ on all four sides. 
Score the 5 x 5 at 1 ½ on all four sides.  

Misty Moonlight 2 ⅛ x 5 ¾ (x2) and 1 ⅝ x 4 ¾ (x2) 
Misty Moonlight 1 ½ x 2 ¼ (x2) and 1 ¼ x 1 ¾ (x2)  
DSP of choice 1 ⅞ x 5 ½ (x2) and 1 ⅜ x 4 ½ (x2) 

 

 

 
 

Add glue to the flaps making sure to get along the outer edge. 
Do this on all the flaps in both boxes. 

   



 

 
 

Add the long pieces on what will be front and back of your boxes.  
Glue these to the inside of the box. 

Glue the small Misty Moonlight pieces  1 ½ x 2 ¼ (x2) and 1 ¼ x 1 ¾ (x2) 
to the sides of both of the boxes.   

Glue DSP to the coordinating Misty Moonlight pieces. 
 

 

 
 

Add dimensionals to the back of the Misty Moonlight pieces and adhere 
them to the tall front and back pieces.  

 

 



 
 

Using a ⅛ hole punch, join the front and back panels and punch a hole 
to add your tags.   

 

 

 
 
 

Using 1 ½ x 3 ½ and 1 ½ x 3 Pecan Pie.  Flag the bottoms of each piece.   
Find the center (ish) of the top and use the ⅛ circle punch to be able to 



tie it to the gift box.  
I added the look of the tag by doing an angle cut on each side.  

Using the DSP sheet that has all the different sized pieces, I picked two 
that I liked.  Fussy cut two life vests. 

Balmy Blue ¾ x 1 ¾ (x2), I stamped the ‘Relax” with Misty Moonlight ink. 
Flagged the ends and added all the pieces with glue and mini 

dimensionals.   
I looped the Checkered ribbon through the gift box, tied a single knot.  

Added the Linen Thread through the tag and tied the two together.  
Sneaking in the Anchor Trinket before tying a bow.
