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Stampin’ Up! Supplies Used: 
 

● Cardstock: Basic White (164511), Night Of Navy (100867) 
● Accessories: Wonderful Stars Puffy Stickers (167526), (Various 

Skinny Ribbons or Twine) 
● Tools: Paper Trimmer (159322), Simply Scored Scoring Tool 

(122334), Scissors, Tear & Tape (154031) 
● Miscellaneous: Real Red Stampin Blend Dark (154899) Four 

Hershey Nuggets, (3 5/8” x 5 1/8” Cello Bag from Amazon) 
 



INSTRUCTIONS: 

1.  Cut a piece of Basic White to 3” x 3”. Using the (Dark) Real Red Stampin  Blend 
brush tip, make red stripes across the cardstock as shown. Don’t worry they do not 
have to be perfect. Add a piece of Tear & Tape across the inside bottom of it.   

 

2. Cut a piece of Night Of Navy CS to 1” x 3” and add a piece of Tear & 
Tape across the bottom. 

    

3. Cut the 3” x 3” piece of Basic White into (3) 1” strips with stripes 
running diagonally. Wrap them and the Night Of Navy strip around the 
Hershey Nuggets tightly and secure with the Tear & Tape. Add (6) stars 
to the Night Of Navy Nugget.  

    



4. Box: Cut a piece of Night Of Navy CS to 4 ¾” x 4”. Score on the long 
side @ ½”, 1”, 3 ¾” & 4 ¼”. On the short side score at ½”, 1”, 3” & 3 ½”. Cut 
away the 3 squares on each side as shown.  

    
 

5. Add Tear & Tape to the inside sides as shown. 

    
 
 



6. Peel the film from the Tear & Tape on the long sides and fold the ends 
over. 

    
 

7. Push up the sides bending the tabs in. Bend the other sides down 
and see if you need to trim the tabs before fasting down. Peel the film 
from the sides and fold them over having the tabs in between.  

    
 



8. Add the Hershey Nuggets to the box. You can stop here or… 

     

9. Put the box in a Cello Bag. If your bag has adhesive on the top, cut it 
off. Cut some 15” pieces of ribbon, gather the bag closed at the top and 
tie a bow around it to close. Your project is complete. This makes a fun 
kid’s project. I hope you enjoy making some with your grandkids like I 
did!
